	7 Big Questions Explored throughout the year: What can we see? How can we explore colour? How can we build worlds? How Can we explore Materials and Marks? How Can we Explore 3D Materials? How Can we Use our Bodies to make Art? How Can we Use our imaginations?

	KS1 Cycle A
	Spirals
Drawing and Sketchbooks
This unit will introduce children to the idea that making a drawing is a physical activity which uses the whole body and connects head, hand and heart.
	Exploring Watercolour
Surface and Colour
This unit enables children to enjoy a freeing exploration of watercolour, building their understanding of the properties of the medium, and opening minds as to how imagery can be created.
	Stick Transformation Project
Working in 3D Dimensions
This will help children understand how artists use their creativity to re-see, re-invent or reimagine the world around them. It encourages children to look again at something they are familiar with – in this case a stick or twig, and think how they can use their creativity to transform it.

	KS1 Cycle B
	Explore and Draw
Drawing and Sketchbooks
In this unit pupils are introduced to the idea that artists are inspired by the world around them. Children are empowered to go out into the world, re-see, collect and re-present through drawing.
	Expressive Painting
Surface and Colour
The unit will enable children to explore expressive use of paint. This includes exploring colour, colour mixing and intention behind mark making.
	Making Birds
Working in 3D Dimensions
This unit will help children begin to understand the relationship between drawing and making, 2d and 3d. Pupils explore how to transform materials into sculpture, moving from mark making to balance and structure.

	LKS2 Cycle A
	Gestural Drawing
Drawing and Sketchbooks
This unit will introduce children to the idea of making gestural drawing, exploring charcoal as a medium. How can we use our bodies to inform how we make marks?
	Cloth, Thread and Print
Surface and Colour
We will introduce children to how artists use textiles and sewing to make art. The pathway explores how we can use cloth, paint and thread to explore colour and texture, creating imagery inspired by land and seascapes.
	Making Animated Drawings
Working in 3D Dimensions
The aim of this unit is to introduce children to the idea that we can create moving imagery through sequenced drawings.

	LKS2 Cycle B
	Storytelling through Drawing
Drawing and Sketchbooks
This unit aims to enable pupils to think about how they can create sequenced drawings to share or tell a story.
	Exploring Still Life
Surface and Colour
The unit will introduce children to the genre of still life, explore traditional and contemporary still life artists, and make their own creative response. This will consolidate and develop many technical and visual literacy skills and concepts, including looking at line, colour, shape, texture, form, composition, foreground, background and negative space.

	Sculpture, Structure, Inventiveness and Determination
Working in 3D Dimensions
Give the opportunity to connect drawing and making, encouraging the freedom to be inventive and exploratory. The processes involved ask children to take creative risks, and to feel ok if they feel challenged by creating art.

	UKS2 Cycle A
	Typography and Maps
Drawing and Sketchbooks
Pupils are given the opportunity to explore the work of designers who work with font and typography. Pupils go on to create their own typography and develop their skills further in a visual map project.
	Mixed Media Land and Cityscapes
Surface and Colour
Introduce pupils to working in mixed media to create land or city scapes with energy and a sense of place - experimenting and exploring. Creative risk taking and discovery. Children are encouraged to explore the format and composition of their work and explore lots of media combinations through exploratory work.
	Set Design
Working in 3D Dimensions
This unit will introduce pupils to set design, either for theatre or animation. Pupils explore the work of designers/makers and then create their own model “sets” around a theme.

	UKS2 Cycle B
	2D drawing to 3D making
Drawing and Sketchbooks
This pathway enables pupils to consider how 2 dimensional drawing might relate / transform to 3 dimensional making.
	Exploring Identity/Activism
Surface and Colour
Enable children to explore how artists embrace aspects of their experience of life – using their background, culture, race, gender, and interests to inform and shape their artwork.
	Take a Seat
Working in 3D Dimensions
This unit will introduce chair design to children. Children will explore what a chair can be and how the design and “personality” of a piece of furniture can make us feel.
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
