How to pay for clubs

Payment for all clubs is now required. Football club (externally run) is £4.25
per session. Unfortunately, if payment isn’t received then the pupil will not
be able to attend the external club. The cost for school run clubs, which
includes approximately 10 weeks, is £10. However, you can book as many
clubs as you want for the same period for £20. Note this does NOT include
external clubs, these will incur an additional payment as detailed above.
Please make payment online via the school gateway. Payment MUST be
made at the beginning of term and preferably by the end of the second
week. Please note we have a small fund to assist with the payment of clubs.
